The
Lord has answered so many prayers. Folks were saved, Christians were encouraged, team members surrendered
to the Lord’ s calling on their lives, and the teams stayed healthy and safe through it all.

Our extension
team will begin soon as well.

Also, aswe travel from church to church, we are still working on raising our support level, and would
appreciate your prayers about this. Right now we are only at 48% of what our board voted as necessary to run
this ministry.

And
we are grateful to be able to touch the lives of so many different people in the U.S. and around the world. Once
again, thank you for helping to make this possible.
